Recently a group of parishioners of Bangor Abbey was 
invited to meet the fantastic team looking after one of 
the best museums in Northern Ireland: North Down 
Museum in Bangor. 

They report - “Just like Columbanus, we started our journey 
into a world of discovery this gem has to offer. We have

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products for their shop, one of which being our own 
representation of the Bell of Bangor. 

“This bell dates back to 9th century and is very rare. It was 
discovered buried in the cemetery of Bangor Abbey in the 
1780’s. It is thought it was hidden at the time the Vikings 
were invading Ireland. 

“There is an amazing story associated with Columbanus , 
this bell and the journey which took him and other scholars 
all the way to Bobbio in Italy.

Omagh bomb: The 29 victims

The bomb that devastated Omagh town centre in 
August 1998 was the biggest single atrocity in the 
history of the Troubles in Northern Ireland.

Twenty-nine people were killed, including nine children, a 
woman pregnant with twins and three generations of one 
family.

It came less than three months after the people of Northern 
Ireland had voted yes to the Good Friday Agreement.
Dissident group the Real IRA claimed responsibility for the 
attack.
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In June 2009, four men were held responsible for it in a civil 
case brought by the families of those killed.

Prime Minister reflects on Omagh bomb 25 years after it 
‘shook the world’

Belfast Telegraph - The Prime Minister has reflected on 
the Omagh bomb 25 years after it “shook the world”, as 
families prepare to attend a private memorial service to 
mark the solemn anniversary - Brett Campbell, Tuesday 
at 09:26

Survivors and bereaved relatives of the 29 people and two 
unborn babies killed in the Real IRA attack on August 15, 
1998 will gather in the town’s library on Tuesday before 
laying flowers at the scene of the atrocity on Market Street.
Prayers will also be recited in English, Irish and Spanish.
Rishi Sunak acknowledged the milestone on social media 
this morning.

“25 years ago the Omagh bombing shook this country and 
the world,” he Tweeted.

“But this appalling act of terror didn't break the will for 
peace.
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“As we remember those killed and injured that awful day, we 
stand together in working to fulfil the promise of the Belfast 
(Good Friday) Agreement.”

In June, a senior Scottish judge was appointed as the 
chairman of the Omagh bomb inquiry which follows years of 
campaigning by victims and survivers.

Lord Turnbull will use the full powers of the Inquiries Act 
2005 to examine four key issues which include the handling 
and sharing of intelligence, the use of mobile phone 
analysis, whether there was advance knowledge or 
reasonable means of knowledge of the bomb and whether 
disruption operations could or should have been mounted to 
prevent the atrocity.

Time Féile silenced pro-IRA chanting 

Belfast Telegraph opinion leader - This is a week when 
Northern Ireland is remembering the victims of the 
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worst single loss of life in the history of our troubled 
times.

On August 15, 1998, a car bomb destroyed the centre of 
Omagh which was packed with Saturday shoppers and 
visitors.

Meanwhile, seemingly oblivious to the death and destruction 
brought to the families of the 29 victims in Omagh and 
beyond — and countless other towns and villages around 
Northern Ireland — those who destroyed innocent lives are 
celebrated with sectarian chanting at what is billed as a 
community festival.

Thousands joined in the pro-IRA chant at Féile an Phobail in 
west Belfast as the Wolfe Tones played their annual gig on 
Sunday evening at Falls Park.

But someone started the chant in the first place. Like last 
year, and the year before.

Dismissing it on the follies of youth cannot go on forever.

The question is, what exactly do organisers expect when 
they continue to book the same act year after year, given all 
the controversy it causes?

Neither side of the debate is without blame.

What Northern Ireland needs is someone to rise above the 
tribal squabbles and say enough is enough.
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Make the first move in trying to rid Northern Ireland of the 
constant need to provoke others.

The Wolfe Tones have made no secret of their affiliations. 
They are, unapologetically, a republican band. There is also 
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no doubt over their popularity. They sell tickets for Féile 
every year and are invited back time and again.

But it does make a mockery of the claims that Féile is 
promoting 'inclusion' — a festival for everyone.

There can also be no doubt that, in its 35th year, Féile an 
Phobail has grown to include a host of events that are 
welcoming to all, foster debate and hear opinions from 
across the political landscape.

Sadly, those are all but forgotten in a grand finale which 
sees the voices of over 10,000 drown out all the welcoming 
words. That they are singing without knowing, joining in with 
no thought for the words, cannot be used as a reason to 
sweep the hurt under the carpet until next year.

The Féile was organised against the backdrop of a 
community united in anger. Today, the scenes of violence 
that marked annual internment bonfires are gone.
But there is always a difference between remembrance and 
glorification, a difference too many have yet to fully 
appreciate.

And like it or not, there is a collective responsibility to ensure 
that difference is clear.

Perspective

Omagh by Steven Oliver

On this day 25 years ago I was working in a town centre 
shop interacting with customers – locals and tourists – 
in what seemed like another ordinary Saturday. And it 
was an ordinary day - in Enniskillen. 

But late in the afternoon, word started coming through of a 
bomb 23 miles up the road in Omagh. And as the day went 
on, the scale of what had happened was only dawning on 
us. I seemed to have written a few times in my diary 
throughout that evening. Five had died, then twelve. 21... 
27... The next day I was preaching in Churchill Methodist 
Church. I noted that I completely changed the service to 
reflect on the gravity of what had happened, which we were 
still trying to comprehend.

What I do remember, without consulting the diary, was 
finding it incredible, fearful I suppose, that the worst incident 
of ‘The Troubles’ came after the signing and approval of the 
Good Friday Agreement. So much work, pain, effort and 
utter grace by many to have reached the settlement that 
would give the hope of a permanent peace in society. And 
then this horrifying act. Were we going to see more of this? 
Where would it happen next? Was the peace process in 
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On Sunday last 
Belfast 
Cathedral lit a 
candle for each 
of the Omagh
victims

vain? 
Thankfully, 
despite 
desperately 
cruel and sad 
loss of life 
since, there 
hasn’t been 
anything even 
approaching 
this scale. My 
heart goes out 
to members of 
the PSNI this 
past week who 

fear that personal details are now in the hands of such 
dissidents, set on death and fear.

Today however, belongs to the people of Omagh, not to 
mention Buncrana, Spain and elsewhere. Hundreds of 
individuals suffered incredible loss as well as injury. The 
town and community as a whole suffered in a particular way 
from the scale of this disaster. And there has been the 
added heartbreak over the years in the search for answers. 
It’s a daily trauma for many. May all who feel the pain of this 
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anniversary know peace, strength and much solidarity - from 
each other and from further away.
